New Report Reveals Ongoing Housing Crisis for Domestic Violence Survivors in Nevada
HENDERSON, NV - A newly released report from the National Network to End Domestic Violence (NNEDV) sheds light on the persistent emergency housing crisis facing domestic violence survivors in Nevada. On a single day; September 4, 2024, domestic violence programs across the state served 530 victims with critical, lifesaving services. Despite this effort, 36 urgent requests, primarily for emergency shelter, went unmet due to lack of available resources.
The findings are part of NNEDV’s 19th Annual Domestic Violence Counts Report, which surveyed all 18 identified domestic violence programs in Nevada:
· 366 adults and children received emergency shelter or transitional housing
· 164 victims accessed non-residential services such as transportation, court accompaniment, and counseling
· 97% of the unmet requests were for emergency shelter or housing
“Survivors often face a heartbreaking choice, stay in a dangerous environment or face homelessness,” said Elizabeth Abdur-Raheem, Executive Director of the Nevada Coalition to End Domestic and Sexual Violence (NCEDSV). “This data confirms what our partners see every day: the need for stable, safe housing options is greater than ever.”
Annual Conference to Spotlight Prevention Strategies Amid Alarming Data
This data comes as NCEDSV prepares to host its annual statewide conference; this year’s theme is “Pathways to Prevention.” On September 9–11 in Reno, NV at the Atlantis Resort & Casino, the conference will explore strategies to prevent violence before it begins and highlight policy changes needed to address the systemic issues that lead to unmet needs, like housing.
