The Misty Stewart Memorial Scholarship was created to honor the life, legacy, and 
advocacy of Misty Stewart, a beloved colleague, friend, and champion for survivors of 
domestic and sexual violence. This annual scholarship supports Indigenous Advocates to 
attend our Annual Conference, helping ensure that Misty’s values—courage, compassion, 
survivor-centered support, and community care—continue to guide and strengthen our 
work. 
 
Misty dedicated more than 15 years to domestic and sexual violence prevention and 
response. She believed deeply in harm reduction, meeting people where they are, and 
honoring the truth that healing already exists within each person.
